Center with a 

specially adapted, heated swimming 

pool, deck and covered pavilion 

 A 9-hole miniature golf course 

 Accessible playgrounds and hammocks 

suitable for adults and youth 

 A variety of equipment and facilities 

are available for activities including: 

 Arts & crafts cabin and supplies 

 Music & drama cabin, accessories, 

instruments, costumes and games 

 Sport equipment, recreation fields, 

basketball hoops, volleyball nets, 

air hockey table and foosball table
